During the month of December we heard and sang many songs and carols: some
proclaiming the birth of a Savior, others hoping for a winter wonderland, and a few wishing us a
Merry Christmas. In fact, the carol "We Wish You a Merry Christmas" has reportedly been sung
since sometime in the 16th century, although its author is reportedly unknown. Do you remember
the way it begins?

Of course, we always
associate Christmas with the New Year, as only a week separates them, but they seem on the
surface to be two festivals or celebrations that are at odds with each other. Christmas comes with
a wondrous sense of reverence, while New Year’'s comes with a sense of an all night party that
welcomes us into tomorrow. But perhaps if we step back a bit we can see the connection and
indeed how closely the one is linked to the other.

We can do that by seeing in Christmas the wonderful gift of a Savior God has given us.
Even the 'not seriously religious folk' will pause for a moment during the Christmas season to
reflect upon what the Scriptures tell us and what the Christian community is celebrating. Indeed,
the season is 'merry' exactly because God has come into the world to save humanity from its
rebellion and sin. The Christmas season tends to bring out the best in us as we open our hearts to
others and contemplate the babe born in a manger to be Lord of all. Christmas truly is merry when
the spirit of the new-born Christ child is born into our lives.

But how does that connect with the Happy New Year portion of the formula? Do parties and
the birth of Christ go together? | don't know about that, but | am sure that Merry Christmas and
Happy New Year go hand-in-hand. Perhaps the reality facing us is that it is only by celebrating the
birth of Christ and experiencing the joy and excitement that His birth causes that we can ever find
true happiness in the first place or hope to have a Happy New Year. It is in the realization that God
has acted by coming into our world to reveal himself and his love and plan for our salvation that
hope is brought to life in us and in our world. At Christmas people often say "Christ is the reason
for the season,"” and | would add on any and every day that "Christ is the reason for all seasons.”

If we hope to have a Happy New Year or a happy today or tomorrow or any day, we must
begin by thinking about the gift of a Savior God has given us and remember this gift is not just
given at Christmas, but given each and every day. If we want a Happy New Year, when we put
away the Christmas decorations and forget all the presents we both gave and received, let us not
put away or forget the Savior who brings to us hope and joy and promise and forgiveness. If we
could just remember that Jesus Christ is born so that we may truly live, not only can we anticipate
a Happy New Year, but we can and should anticipate joy and hope in every day and all days.

Lowcountry Orphan Relief, Inc.

Lowcountry Orphan Relief, Inc. (LOR) is a non-profit organization that provides goods and ser-
vices to children who have been abused or neglected. They work directly with other non-profits,
schools, foster parents, and government agencies to identify the individual needs of these and
other children in severe situations. They intervene at critical junctures in the lives of these chil-
dren, with products and services that provide a strong, positive impact. Since 2006, they have
clothed over 14,000 children in the Tri-County area. LOR uses more than 80% of all income
given to them to provide for the children’s needs. Presently, community volunteers at the “Valerie
Vincent” Clothes Closet are collecting and shelving donations and filling orders for each child from
area shelters, foster care and those removed from the custody of their parents. Children receive
clothing, toiletries, books and school supplies within 48 hours.

During the month of February, Social Ministry at St. John’s Lutheran will be collecting new
socks, underwear, and diapers for children removed from their homes and serviced by the Low-
country Orphan Relief.

HIGHLIGHTS

On Thursday, December 18, 2014, the Vestry met to discuss and conduct the business of the
church. The highlights of the Vestry Meeting follow:

1)  The meeting was called to order and opened with a prayer offered by Pastor Butler.

2)  The November 2014 Minutes were approved as submitted.

3) The November Treasurer's Report was received as information.

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ST. JOHN’S LUTHERAN CHURCH MEMORIAL FUNDS POLICY

PURPOSE OF POLICY: The policies specified herein will be used to administer memorial gifts to
accomplish the following objectives:

e Memorials are administered and used, to the extent feasible, as intended by the donor.

¢ Those persons for whom memorials are created are remembered in a visible way in the church.
Memorials are encouraged and are used to the greatest benefit for the church and its members.

ENCOURAGEMENT OF MEMORIALS: The church’s policy is to encourage memorials as a way to
memorialize church members and friends and as means of supporting church programs beyond the operating
budget. As policy, memorials received shall not be used for any part of the general operating needs of the
congregation. The Vestry should ensure that the congregation is advised annually of the church’s
encouragement of and policy for memorials. Accordingly, a copy of this policy will be published annually in
The Herald.

RECEIPT AND HANDLING OF MEMORIAL GIFTS: The Office Manager, Treasurer and Finance
Committee are responsible for accomplishing the objectives of this policy through its handling of memorial
gifts. They shall:

e Ensure that the church responds in writing to each memorial gift.

e Maintain a recording of the memorial in the church’s ACS database.

e Notify the family of the deceased or honored to inform them of the contribution to the account.

e For gifts greater than $200, advise the Vestry if, within one month of receipt of a memorial gift, the family of
the deceased or honoree states a wish for the gift to be used for a specific purpose. The Vestry will have the
discretion to evaluate the reasonableness of the family’s request and its compatibility with the Church’s values
and activities, and will decide whether to agree to the request.

e Attempt to identify the most appropriate use for the assets in the memorial if such uses are not fully
addressed in the wishes of the family or honoree. These planned uses are not required and may be changed by
the Vestry in its judgment.

e However, memorial gifts shall not be viewed as a means for the church to balance its cash flows or to pay
routine administrative expenses such as utility bills or any other aspect of the annual operating budget. The
Finance Committee and the Vestry must be strict guardians of memorial assets to ensure the objectives of the
policy are met.

e Use of the Memorial Funds is at the discretion and direction of the Vestry. The Vestry shall review the
memorial funds on at least an annual basis.

MEMORIAL FUNDS MANAGEMENT: Memorial gifts should be spent or designated for a specific
purpose within one year of receipt when reasonable. After two years all memorial balances must be designated
by Vestry’s suggestion. The Treasurer maintains a chart of accounts to document amounts of gifts and
remaining funds in each. While each gift is its own account for internal church record-keeping purposes, all
memorial gifts physically reside in one bank account.

VISIBILITY OF MEMORIALS: To ensure memorials appropriately honor the donor and the person in
whose name each memorial is made, memorial gifts will be entered into the church’s Memorial Book.
Additionally, memorial gifts will be mentioned in the monthly edition of The Herald. For large memorials, or
for other cases in which the Finance Committee believes additional recognition is needed, the Finance
Committee may make additional recommendations to the Vestry.

REVISIONS TO THIS POLICY: The provisions of this policy may be revised or amended from time to
time by the Vestry. Any amendment or revision shall not affect memorials made prior to such change.
